Set up/Tear Down 
The tarmac will be available for booth set up on Friday, May 14th from 9 AM to 5 PM and on 
Saturday, May 15th and Sunday, May 16th from 6 AM to 7:00 AM. Your vendor space location 
map, parking pass and vendor passes has been sent to you.  

Your contact at the show is Alex Gonzalez, driving a vehicle flying a black and white checkered 
flag. 

ALL vehicles must be off tarmac and into assigned parking areas by 7:00 AM on Saturday and

Booth tear down may be done after 6 PM on Sunday, May 16th. 

Although there will be limited security over night, Planes of Fame will not be responsible for 
merchandise and other property in vendor booth spaces. Please plan accordingly. 

Electricity 
Electricity will not be available at the vendor spaces. Those approved to use generators must 
abide by all conditions listed under “Generators.” Vendor may not bring generators unless 
noted on the application and indicated as “YES” on the “Air Show Vendor Application”. 

Restocking 
There will be no motor vehicles allowed in the public areas from 7:00am to 6:00pm Saturday 
and Sunday.  Access to the Vendor Parking Lot will be severely limited. It is suggested that 
vendors stock all of their required merchandise inside their allotted booth space.  Restocking of 
supplies will be limited to what you can hand or dolly carry.  

Canopies, Tables and Chairs 
Canopies, Tables and Chairs are not provided by Planes of Fame. Any canopies used by the 
vendor shall be flame retardant per California State Fire Marshall Standards. The canopies shall 
be properly tagged or proof of flame retardant-type shall be shown. All canopies must be 
weighted against possible winds. You are responsible for any damages done by your canopy. 

Safety 
During the air show there will be a combination of static displays, vendor and exhibitor booths, 
aircraft and vehicular movements, operating machinery, and many people moving about on the 
tarmac. Please exercise extra care at all times. 

The fenced-off and barricaded areas must be observed at all times to assure safety. No 
unauthorized personnel are allowed on active ramp areas where aircraft are being towed, 
propellers are turning, or aircraft are taxiing. For the safety of the spectators, participants and

aircraft, the entire tarmac, including the vendor area, is a NO SMOKING area. In addition, 
there are no scooters, bikes, etc. allowed on grounds. If you have a safety concern, please bring 
it to the attention of the Command Post, located near the base of the Air Traffic Control Tower. 

Please exercise common sense. We plan to host more shows in the future and we want you to 
be there!

Generators (for approved vendors) 
1)  All vendors using generators must have at their booth a 2A20BC fire 

extinguisher. 
2)  All electrical cords shall be 16 gauge or larger. Any electrical cords found to be 

smaller gauge or spliced will be removed. 
3)  All electrical cords shall be protected from vehicular and pedestrian traffic via a 

rubber mat in pedestrian walkways, or a wooden bridge in vehicle traffic areas. 
4)  Generators shall be equipped with a kill switch that will seize the power in case of 

emergency. 
5)  The generator shall automatically shut down under any one of the following 

conditions: low oil pressure, low water level, high water pressure, over speed, 
over crank, over current surge. 

6)  The generator shall not be parked beneath, above or near any combustible fuel 
sources (e.g. building, dry vegetation, etc.) nor shall the generator block or 
obstruct any fire protection system, fire hydrant, or fire access road. 

7)  The generator shall be properly grounded and all cables shall be in good 
condition (no frayed cables). 

8)  The generator shall be inspected prior to use by the vendor for leaky fuel hoses 
or any indication of leaking oil. No generator may be operated with such 
conditions. 

9)  The generator shall be positioned so that the exhaust does not enter into 
enclosed occupied areas. The exhaust and intake ventilation doors shall be in 
proper working condition and if manually operated, placed in the open position 
prior to operation.
